Extracurricular Sequential Chinese Program, Level 1A
After-School: September 29th (11:15-2:15); October 5, 12, 19, 26, November 2, 9 (2:30-3:30)
Online: 12 weekly asynchronous units offered on Blackboard using the latest interactive technology (1-2 hours each) starting in October plus weekly Skype lessons (15 minutes each) starting in November
For students that choose to continue the sequence:

After-School  and Online (Level 1B): February 29, March 7, 14, 21, 28 and April 4 (2:30-3:30); plus approximately three more hours to be determined based on student/teacher availability.  Online component starts in March.

Summer Language and Culture Immersion Program (Level 1C): Join us for two or four weeks in July!  
Location:  Saratoga Springs and/or Ballston Spa  (Program details depend on grant funding.)
Levels 2 and 3:  Students that successfully complete Level 1A, B, and C during the 2011-2012 school year, can continue to Level 2 the following year.  A three-year sequence, which may be extended, is planned (depending on grant funding).
Hosted by BHBL High School 
Transportation will be provided from O'Rourke Middle School to the BHBL High School at the beginning of the program.  Parents are responsible for arranging transportation after the program.
