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Principal’s Corner: We do not very often get to talk with the public about the behind
the scenes initiatives that drive a quality educational program because we get bogged
down with the bureaucracy of operating our school system or managing our lives.
Behind every incident of educational success there is a well defined story that goes
beyond the mundane day to day perceptions of what it is we actually do here. For each
of the 825 students we support daily, there is an ongoing process of evaluation that
helps to identify and support their comprehensive developmental needs. This process
starts at the grass roots level of classroom learning with innovative instruction and
assessment practices that try to individualize education. Itis supported by a networked
infrastructure of programs and services that personalize the process of learning so all
students can sustain a high standard of achievement. A thoughtful, comprehensive and
well articulated curriculum, informed educators, partnerships with the community and
parents, and comprehensive systemic approach to educational programming target
services toward the unique individual needs of each child. This balanced approach to
working toward the best interests of children helps them to become more independent
learners while developing a broad cache of skills for them to rely on to meet the
challenges of life. All of these practices are housed in a school community climate that
is child centered, safe, healthy, and nurturing.

This week we celebrated with our students at Town Meetings the results of some of
that work. Student attendance numbers are high despite the rash of flu outbreaks over
the first semester of the school year. Student overall averages remain at exemplary
levels and the numbers of students at risk of failing is decreasing. Student incidents of
misconduct continue to fall as the children become more engaged in curricular and co-
curricular activities. Thirty five students were honored at our Breakfast of Celebration
for raising their overall grade point average by 3.5 points or better and/or their personal
development average by .45 points or better. Spirit days celebrate student
achievement and provide forimmersion opportunities that explore learning beyond the
school curriculum. Students continue to serve others by participating in school based
projects designed to support the needy. Our Haitian Relief Ribbon Campaign and
Super Bowl Soup drive are just a few events that provide service opportunities to our
students. We are proud of our students’ achievement and applaud the efforts of the
greater learning community to provide for a comprehensive, meaningful, and effective
education for each of them.

Ribbons for Haitian Relief: Under the direction of teachers Suzanne Rayome and Rick
Reynolds our staff is sponsoring a Ribbons for Haiti Relief campaign. Over 250 students
and staff members participated in a ribbon design and production event creating 1000
or more ribbons to be sold to raise funds. Ribbons cost $2.00 and all proceeds collected
will be donated to the Red Cross to offset some of the Haitian relief costs. Relief
ribbons can be purchased in our main office.



Budget: The District is beginning to host forums for the public on the upcoming school
budget. Community members are encouraged to attend and take part in these
discussions so informed budget decisions can be rendered that maintain our high
standard of educational excellence while providing for fiscal responsibility in these
difficult economic times.
